

 “Stranger Danger” Curriculum:

Day 1

Who is a stranger?

· A stranger is someone that you and your family do not know.  Most strangers will look innocent and act very friendly; they will not always look mean and scary.  You can never tell how a stranger will act based on their appearance.

Who can you tell about a stranger?

· If a stranger approaches you, or someone makes you feel uncomfortable, you should always tell someone. These are good people to tell:

· Your parents or other family members.

· Your teachers

· A policeman

· A fireman

· A paramedic

· If you are in a store, tell a store employee

· If you are at a sports event, tell a security guard (they usually wear yellow jackets, and say EVENT STAFF on the back)

What should you do if you meet a stranger?

· If a stranger tries to get you to go with him or her anywhere, say no!

· If a stranger offers you money, candy, or a toy don’t take it. DON’T TAKE ANYTHING FROM A STRANGER. Tell someone you know, like a store employee, paramedic, police officer, or a fireman.

· If a stranger tries to make you do something that makes you feel uncomfortable, DON’T DO IT!

· If a stranger tries to grab you or touch you:

· Say NO! It’s okay to yell!
· Yell GET AWAY!
· Tell a safe adult!
Ways to make sure someone is not a stranger:

· The best way to ensure that someone is not a stranger is to develop a secret password that only you and your family will know. That way if anyone tells you that your parents sent them to pick you up or take you somewhere, you can ask them if they know the secret password. If they don’t know it, GET AWAY  AND TELL SOMEONE! So, when you get home tonight, talk to your parents and make up a secret password.

Ways to minimize risks:

· Before you go to any large area with a lot of people, make a place where you and your parents should meet in case you get separated.  Somewhere centrally located is an ideal location. 

What to always know:

· You should always know:

· Your full name

· Your parents full names

· Your birthday

· Your address, zip code and everything

· Your phone number, including the area code

· An emergency number (In Pittsburgh it is always 9-1-1)

If you are done teaching all of the above material, talk with the children, go over what they learned today, and answer any questions they might have.

Day 2

Review:

· Answer any questions the children might have.

· Review all of the material they learned in Day 1 just to make sure they remember it.

Scenarios:

· You are walking home from school with a classmate.  Your friend leaves you and goes to her house.  While you are walking alone, someone you have not seen before walks up behind you and offers you some candy.  What do you do?

· Automatically, you should realize that this person qualifies as a stranger.  Therefore, say no, and walk away.  

· If the stranger keeps following behind you, what should you do?

· Walk to a highly populated area where you could find a “safe person,” ideally a policeman.  If you can’t find anyone, yell and tell the stranger to get away! Hopefully someone will hear you and come help.

· You are home alone and the phone rings.  The person on the phone asks if your parents are home.  What should you say?

· You should say that they are busy and take a message. Then hang up the phone.  Never tell someone on the phone that you are home alone.

· You are home alone and someone rings the doorbell. What should you do?

· Never answer the door.  Just ignore it.  If you can, try to look and see if you know the person ringing the doorbell.  If the person is a stranger and continues to ring the doorbell, call 9-1-1.  They will ask for you name, address, and phone number, which is why you should memorize that information!

· You are at the mall. You get separated from your parent while in a toy store.  What should you do?

· Look for a safe person, like a store employee or policeman, to help you find your parent.  Tell the safe person you have lost your parent and they will help you find them.  If there is no one you trust to talk to, yell and scream until someone comes to help you! DO NOT RUN AROUND OR OUT OF THE STORE LOOKING FOR YOUR PARENT. YOU COULD GET LOST, or worse.

· You are at Kennywood and you get separated from your parents.  What should you do?

· Hopefully you and your parent have pointed out a special place where you can meet. If you got to your meeting place and wait, but your parents don’t come, or if you don’t have a meeting place, then you should find a safe person and tell them that you are separated from you parents. They will help you.  

· You are playing on the playground with your friends and someone you don’t know comes up to you and asks you if you want to go with them to get ice cream. What do you say?

· You should always say no because this person is a stranger, and they might want to take you to get ice cream only to hurt you. SAY NO! Then run and find a safe person and tell them what just happened.

Day 3

Review:


· Review all of the material and answer any questions the children may have.

Fingerprinting with the local police of FBI. Afterwards, let the children ask the police officers or the FBI agents questions.
